Sister Mary Donald Corcoran, 0.S.B.Cam., is the superior of Transfiguration Monastery (Roman Catholic)
in Windsor, New York. A Camaldolese Benedictine nun, she was a leader of Dallas Benedictine
Experiences in 1998, 1999, 2005, 2007, and 2008. Sister Mary Donald holds the Ph.D. in Theology from
Fordham University. She has directed the M.A. program in spirituality at St. Louis University and has taught
in the summer spirituality program at Fordham. The co-author of Spiritual Sisters, she serves on the Board
of Directors of In the Spirit Foundation, and is a well-known teacher, writer, and leader of Benedictine
retreats all over the country. This year will be her seventh time as a leader of the Dallas Benedictine
Experience.
